advertisement.  By clicking on the link, vendors may view solicitations 

anticipated to be valued above $10,000 up to $50,000.  The blue arrows point 

to the name of the solicitation. 
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SCEL’s Procurement Webpage: 

 
Once the webpage is open, the current solicitations will be listed at the top of 

the page.  Click on the Solicitation Number to open the solicitation. 

 

The date listed will correspond to the date the advertisement appeared in 

SCBO. 

 

Should a vendor have any questions given the opportunity to view the 

solicitation, the vendor needs to reduce the questions to writing.  All questions 

must be received in writing at:

Any information on a solicitation provided to one vendor must be provided to 

every vendor.  To avoid any possible confusion, questions must be received in 

writing and a written amendment is issued answering the questions.  For 

solicitations valued above $10,000, the amendment document is posted on the 

SCEL Procurement Webpage, to the right of the Solicitation Number.
