Powerball® and Mega Millions® are the games often 
referenced by scammers. Remember, a legitimate lottery 
will NEVER contact a player to ask for cash before award-
ing a prize. The only upfront fee required by a legitimate 
lottery is the price of the ticket. The best advice you can 
give your players is to NEVER send money to someone 
promising a prize.
